Finance Policies Update

Section 7. Capitol Policy

The Authority’s Capitalization Policy is $1000 per unit purchased. This means if an item costs $999.99 it will not appear on the
fixed asset inventory listing. 

Purchased or constructed capital assets are reported at cost or estimated historical cost. Donated capital assets are recorded at 
their estimated fair value at the date of donation. The cost of normal maintenance and repairs that do not add to the value of the 
asset or materially extend assets’ lives are not capitalized. 

The fixed asset inventory will be reviewed by the Executive Director and Administrative Assistant at least once per year. 

Capital assets and the related accumulated depreciation are reported for the Authority using the straight-line method below:

Useful Life
Furniture and Equipment 5 years
Computers 3 years
Website Development 3 years
Wayfinding Signs 10 years, in accordance with the warranty

Useful life will be determined on a case-by-case basis for any assets not listed above.
